 Fluency:  Speech is fluent and effortless. If student cannot remember a word, then uses a different means to express the same idea.

On the negative side having a closed system, the iPad runs only with its own software downloaded from Apple’s. Finally it hasn’t a camera, which is considered a great default by the consumers. 


In conclusion a perfect computer doesn’t exist. Some of them offer best operative system and velocity, but maybe has less applications or accessories. So, consumers beware, look around and make an intelligent decision before you buy.
